· Tech for Teens – In conjunction with APSU – Speech/Language department students with a disability learn how to use technology to facilitate post high school successes in employment, education and leisure activities.     
· Drive by Santa – Families are able to drive by in the safety of their vehicle visiting Santa’s friends and gathering goodies along the way and at the final stop they are able to take pictures with Santa and Mrs. Clause.                                                                                                                                     
· Making Memories Program – CADS partners with Camp for Courageous Kids in Scottsville Ky. Families with a Down syndrome member sometimes face financial and other hardships. CADS provides an all-inclusive retreat experience for at least 15 families, so they can make lasting memories and revitalize their family spirit.  
· FREE Community Programs – CADS is now offering FREE monthly programs to our special needs community. All programs run for 4 consecutive weeks and offer a wide range of fun filled topics. Our programming is offered FREE and takes place in a partnership with Clarksville Parks and Recreation and are held at the Crow Center.
· CADS is also focusing its energy on the Community CARES Clubhouse.  A Clubhouse for individuals with disabilities to come and feel typical.  Once the Clubhouse is open we will offer our programs at the Clubhouse.  All programs offered will be FREE!  We’re dreaming BIG, and we need the support of the community to make these dreams a reality!
